         Music
All the learning in this unit is focused around one song: You’ve Got A Friend - a song about friendship by Carole King.  Pupils will listen and appraise music and use their own knowledge to make comparisons with different songs and musical styles.  Pupils will use tuned instruments to create and perform their own compositions.
English
Writing: Children will learn the skills necessary to develop their fiction and non-fiction writing.  Creating a narrative story based on Shaun Tan’s beautiful book ‘The Arrival’; a newspaper report which shines a new light on the traditional tale of Goldilocks and a Non-Chronological report linking with Science.
Reading: Pupils will read aloud, learn comprehension skills and answer questions to show their understanding of the books Pig Heart Boy and Holes.  In addition, we will regularly be practising our skills on unseen texts.
Science: 
Spring 1: Evolution. children will be introduced to concept of evolution: the process by which living organisms (plants and mammals) develop and change, over time. The substantive concepts of this unit are inheritance, variation, adaptation and evolution by natural selection.
Spring 2: Light In this unit, pupils will look more closely at light and how it behaves. They will learn that light is the visible part of a spectrum of energy.  They will work scientifically to plan how to test the hypothesis, before carrying it out. Pupils will also look at how the eye functions, how light travels through it and how our brain receives messages from the eye.

Spring 2: DT Electrical Systems.  Making Electronic toys.  Children will research, design, make and evaluate a card which incorporated an electrical element,


Geography/History
Spring 1 (History) The Suffragettes.  Pupils learn about democracy in the 19th Century.  The children will learn about and compare the campaigns of the National Union of Women's Suffrage Societies-led by Millicent Fawcett-and the Women’s Social and Political Union lead by Emmeline Pankhurst.

Spring 2 (Geography) South America
Children will use maps of South America to identify key countries and key physical features, including the Andes Mountains. They will use different maps to identify landscapes, biomes, industry and population distribution. Children will secure locational knowledge as they identify countries within South America
