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Cockfield C of E Accessibility Plan 2025-2028
At Cockfield C of E Primary School, our Christian values underpin everything we do. We are a caring, inclusive school where every child is known, valued and supported to thrive. We believe that each child is uniquely created and should be given the opportunity to flourish—academically, socially, and spiritually.

We want all children to enjoy school, to be challenged, and to see learning as an adventure filled with possibility and purpose. Our curriculum is broad and balanced, designed to meet the needs of all learners and to reflect our high expectations. We take time to understand each child’s background and experiences so we can support them to achieve their best.

Purpose of Plan 
This plan shows how Cockfield C of E Primary School intends, over time, to increase the accessibility of our school for pupils, staff, parents/carers and visitors with a disability.

Definition of disability
 A person has a disability if he/she has a physical or mental impairment that has a substantial and long-term adverse effect on his/her ability to carry out normal day to-day activities.

 Areas of planning responsibilities 

· Increasing access for pupils with a disability to the school curriculum (this includes teaching and learning and the wider curriculum of the school such as participation in after-school clubs, leisure and cultural activities or school visits)

·  Improving access to the physical environment of schools (this includes improvements to the physical environment of the school and physical aids to access education)

·  Improving the delivery of written information to disabled pupils (this will include planning to make written information that is normally provided by the school to its pupils, available to disabled pupils. The information should take account of pupils’ disabilities and pupils’ and parents’ preferred formats and be made available within a reasonable time frame.
Contextual Information 

Cockfield C of E Primary School is a single storey building which houses four main classrooms, a school hall (shared by the village) and a learning library. A disabled toilet is available near the centre of the building. There is a parking area at the front of the building for disabled users, and they can gain access to the school safely ramp located in the playground area. Access to the reception is also available for wheelchair users through the main entrance. 
Current Range of known disabilities 
The school has children with a range of disabilities including moderate and specific learning disabilities. We currently have one child who is deaf and wears hearing aids. We also have 2 children with moderate mobility difficulties.
Increasing access for disabled pupils to the school curriculum. 

At Cockfield C of E Primary School, we believe that improving teaching and learning is central to everything we do. Through ongoing self-reflection and high-quality professional development, we support all staff to continually strengthen their knowledge, skills and practice—ensuring the best possible outcomes for every child.

We are committed to inclusive, mixed-ability classrooms where every pupil is supported to achieve their full potential. As a school rooted in Christian values, we believe all children should be able to take part fully in school life. This includes access to after-school clubs, cultural experiences and educational visits—enriching their learning and fostering a strong sense of belonging.

Where a child requires additional support or specific adjustments, we work closely with our SENDCo and Head of School to ensure any necessary plans or risk assessments are in place. 

Improving access to the physical environment of the school
we believe every child should feel safe, supported and able to succeed. We take time to understand each pupil’s individual needs and circumstances so that barriers to learning can be identified early and the right support put in place.

We work closely with families and external agencies to support pupils' academic, emotional, social and physical development. For children with additional needs, we ensure both targeted provision and thoughtful adjustments to our environment—whether this means altering the height of banister rails, installing ramps, or providing physical resources to support mobility and independence. As needs arise, we respond flexibly and creatively to ensure all pupils can access the full life of the school. 
Improving the delivery of written information to pupils with a disability.
This will include planning to make written information that is normally provided by the school to its pupils available to pupils with a disability. Examples might include hand-outs, textbooks and information about school events. The information should take account of pupils’ disabilities and pupils’ and parents’ preferred formats and be made available within a reasonable timeframe. In planning to make written information available to disabled pupils we again need to establish the current level of need and be able to respond to changes in the range of need. The school will need to identify agencies and sources of such materials to be able to make the provision when required. The schools ICT infrastructure will enable us to access a range of materials supportive to need. The school will also make contact via phone calls for any parents identified as being in need of verbal communication rather than written. All communications are available in any language when requested by the parents. All DfE tests are available in large print or in Braille when requested. All pupil-based documents are available in a variety of colours if a child has been identified to be in need of alternative colour print.
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
