         Literacy

In this unit children will start by looking at aerial photographs as their first step to understanding maps. They will be introduced to different map symbols and learn about keys on maps. They will also find out about North, South, East and West.and look at routes on maps





Science
In science this half term, Year 1 will learn to distinguish everyday objects from the material they are made from. They will recognise everyday materials such as wood, plastic, glass, metal and rock. They will become familiar with key vocabulary used to describe everyday materials, such as soft, hard, flexible, strong, opaque and transparent. They will compare and group together materials based on their properties.
Reception will start to investigate materials through our topic of toys and looking at what the toys are made from. We will begin to think about where the materials come from and why they have been chosen.
Maths 
We will all begin this half-term by looking at shapes. We will be identifying, naming, sorting and describing a range of 2D and 3D shapes.
Reception will then move on to numbers to 5. They will learn to count, order, represent and make the total of these numbers by learning about number bonds.
Year 1 will be revisiting addition and subtraction including part-whole models, fact families and problem solving.
